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Temple trust refutes land scam
rejects probe demand

Lucknow: Land for the Ram
Mandir in Ayodhya was pur-
chased at rates lower than market
prices, the trust overseeing the
temple’s construction said on
Monday, refuting allegations of
corruption even as a political
storm brewing due to the charges
intensified.

Champat Rai, general secretary
of Shri Ram Janmabhoomi
Teerth Kshetra Trust, said the 1.2
hectare (about 12,000 square
metres) land at Bagh Vijeshwar in
Ayodhya was purchased at 1,423
per sq feet — lower than market
rates. He said agreements
between the land’s original
owner, Kusum Pathak, and the
sellers, Sultan Ansari and Ravi
Mohan Tewari, were made in
2011, 2017 and 2019 - before the
Supreme Court’s verdict on Ram
temple. “Tappeal to all Ram devo-
tees to not pay attention to false
campaigns,” he said.

His comments came in
response to allegations by former
Samajwadi Party MLA from Ayo-

dhya, Tej Narayan Pandey, and
Aam Aadmi Party (AAP) Rajya
Sabha MP Sanjay Singh.

On Sunday, Pandey and Singh
alleged that on March 18 this year,
Pathak sold her land for 22 crore
to Ansari and Tewari, who then
sold the land to the trust for X18.5
crore 10 minutes later. They said
the circle rate (price per unit of
land fixed by government) was
%5.79 crore. To be sure, land
agreements are often struck at
prices far above the circle rate.

Rai dismissed all allegations.
He said the original owner,
Pathak, and present sellers
(Ansari and Tewari) entered into
agreements in 2011, 2017 and 2019.
‘When the trust spotted the land, it
contacted the people concerned
(Ansari-Tewari).

“After reaching agreement

over price, the people concerned
(Ansari- Tewari) decided to exe-
cute the registry with the original
owner (Pathak). Without this reg-
istry, they (Ansari-Tewari)
couldn’t sell the land to the trust,”
Rai said in a statement.

“The moment the registry was
executed (in favour of Ansari-Te-
wari), we decided to purchase the
land (from Ansari-Tewari) with-
outany delay,” he said. .

The land was officially regis-
tered only on March 18 2021, the
trust said, adding that two trans-
actions occurred on March 18:
from Pathak to Ansari-Tewari,
and Ansari-Tewari to the trust.

The 15-member trust was cre-
ated by the government after the
Supreme Court’s landmark
November 2019 verdict cleared
the construction of a Ram temple
at the disputed site in Ayodhya.

In its statement on Sunday, the
trust said Ansari and Tewari
signed a sale agreement with
Pathak on September 17, 2019 at
1.51pm for X2 crore. At the time,
Ansari and Tewari paid I50 lakh
to the landowner as initial pay-
ment. The remaining amount

was paid at the time of the official
registry on March 18, 2021. The
trust also purchased the land the
same day.

On the increase in price from
2 crore to XU8.5 crore, the trust
said Ansari and Tewari had pur-
chased the land in September
2019, before the Supreme Court’s
verdict. After the apex court ver-
dict, the price of land in Ayodhya
skyrocketed, Rai said.

The Uttar Pradesh government
defended the trust, with deputy
chief minister Dinesh Sharma
stated that some people did not let
go of any opportunity to defame
Ram Janmabhoomi. “I wish to
say that why do these people start
talking about Ram temple and
Lord Ram when elections get
close,” he said.

The Congress demanded inter-
vention by the Supreme Court.
“Shri Ram himself is justice,
truth, faith. Betrayal in his name
is unrighteous,” Rahul Gandhi
said in a tweet.

Samajwadi Party spokesperson
Anurag Bhadauria demanded a
probe.“A theft has happened in
the name of Lord Ram,” he said.

THIRUVANANTHAPURAM: Sister
Lucy Kalappura, the Catholic nun
who was expelled from the Fran-
ciscan Clarist Congregation in
2019 and who had spoken up
against rape-accused bishop
Franco Mulakkal, said on Mon-
day thata canon court in Vatican
has turned down the third appeal
against her expulsion.

Kalappura, 55, said she
received a fresh communiqué
from the Vatican on Saturday in
this regard following which the
Mother Superior of the FCC, Sister
Ann Joseph, sent a fresh notice to
her to vacate her room in the con-
vent, which she has continued to
occupy after a local court in Way-
anad stayed her eviction from
there in 2019. Even the Kerala
high court had granted her pro-
tection that year.

“The letter is in Latin, but the

covering letter spells out the deci-
sion. Details will be available only
after the letter is translated fully.
But it is dated 2020,” Kalappura
said in a telephone call from
Manathawady in Wayanad.

But it isn’t just the date that’s
old — even the signature on it is
from last year and there are signs
that the original stamps on it were
removed, the nun said, adding
that it has created doubt about its
veracity. “It seems the letter was
fabricated to smoke me out of the
convent. I doubt itis part of a con-
spiracy by FCC superiors,” Kalap-
pura alleged.

When contacted, a spokesper-
son of the FCC refused to com-
ment on the issue.

According to an internal
church communication, Apos-
talica Signatura, the apex judi-
cial authority in the Catholic
Church, rejected the nun’s third
appeal against dismissing her
from the century-old Congrega-

tion. “The appeal of Lucy Kalap-
pura is rejected by Apostalica
Signatura and the dismissal is
confirmed,” a communication in
the Congregation said.

A church spokesperson con-
firmed to PTI that the one more
appeal filed by the nun had been
rejected by Vatican.

In the covering letter, Mother
Superior Sister Ann Joseph said
there was no legal remedy availa-
ble to Sister Kalappura now to
challenge her dismissal. “You
have availed all three levels possi-
ble in the Catholic legal system.
You no longer have the right and
duty to wear the religious habit of
the FCC hereafter and vacate the
convent,” the letter read.

Kalappura said she will con-
tinue her fight against “corrupt
practices” in the church and
lamented things not reaching the
Pope.
