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Army reviews, bolsters
deployment along LAC

NEW DELHI: The new Chief of
Army Staff General Manoj Pande
conducted a security review of the
Chinese People’s Liberation
Army’s positions in East Ladakh
and counter-deployments of the
Indian Army earlier this month,
in the wake of the Chinese Army
constructing a double-span
bridge 16 kilometres east of the
once contested finger 8 on the
north banks of Pangong Tso.
Making his priorities clear, Gen-
eral Pande spent his first visit to
East Ladakh after taking over as
Chief on May 1, auditing LAC
deployments, people familiar
with the matter said.

HT learns that General Pande
was satisfied with Indian Army
deployments along the 1597 km
LACin East Ladakh, but a serious
note has been taken of frantic mil-
itary infra upgradation by PLA in
Occupied Aksai Chin area. Both
the armies are matched in deploy-
ment across the LAC with Chi-
nese armour and rocket regi-
ments stationed at Rudog base,
south of Pangong Tso, and at
Xiadullah in the restive Xinjiang
military region. The PLA Air
Force has stationed its fighters
and bombers at Gar Gunsa across
Demchok and at Hotan airbase in
Xinjiang.

The Indian Army is also fully
deployed along the LAC with

roads and bridges that can
accommodate tanks or armoured
personnel carriers all the way up
to Daulet Beg Oldi and as many as
seven bridges coming up on Gal-
wan river to handle any military
emergency.

According to satellite pictures
studied by the Indian Army, the
first bridge built over the narrow-
est part of Pangong Tso at Khur-
nak Fort was 6m wide with the
capacity to handle jeeps. At Khur-
nak Fort, the Pangong Tso is only
354 meters wide and hence the
PLA decided to bridge it for faster
deployment of troops. However,
the Indian Army has noted that
the second bridge currently being
built side by side to the first bridge
is Ilm wide and has the capacity
to handle 70 tons of load, which is
more than the weight of the heav-
iest Chinese tank.

Not only will this bridge con-
nect the north and the south
banks of Pangong Tso, but PLA
engineers are already building a
road from the bridge to Moldo
garrison across Chushul and a
PLA military base camp behind

Spanggur Tso. The military
assessment is that not only does
the twin bridge cut the road loop
to Rudog base but also allows for
faster deployment were India to
enact the August 29-21, 2020,
action by suddenly occupying
heights on the south banks of the
lake. The Indian military action
during that period not only took
the PLA by surprise but also
forced China to settle for military
disengagement on both banks of
the lake with the creation of
buffer zones.

People familiar with the matter
said that while the twin bridges in
Khurnak Fort area are beyond
the LAC perception of India and
hence technically on territory that
the PLA occupied in 1959, Chi-
nese soldiers continue to be for-
wardly deployed on patrolling
point 15, which is in Kugrang
Heights and en-route the shortest
path from Panging Tso to Galwan
Valley. As of now, military disen-
gagement has only taken place in
Galwan Valley, Pangong Tso
(both banks) and Gogra-Hot
Springs area. The Indian army
wants PLA to first restore April
2020 status quo ante in PPT 15
and then resolve the patrolling
issues in Depsang Bulge (south of
DBO sector) and the Charding
Nulllah Junction in Demchok. Till
the time these military objectives
are achieved, New Delhi is in no
mood to normalize ties with Bei-
jing, the people added.

A senior CBI official said that
Chatterjee was asked to submit
documents related to his income

tax return and bank statements.

Chatterjee was the education
minister when the alleged illegal
appointments were made by the
State School Service Commission.

Even though the CBI has not
named Chatterjee as an accused in
its FIR, his name was dragged into
the scam for approving the forma-
tion of a five-member supervisory
committee. The Calcutta high
court had earlier prima facie
noticed and recorded that it was
this committee that was the “root”
of the alleged scam.

SRINAGAR: Three Pakistani ter-
rorists affiliated to Jaish-e-Mo-
hammad (JeM) outfit were killed
in an encounter with security for-
cesin Jammu & Kashmir’s Bar-
amulla district on Wednesday,
police said, adding that a cop also
lost his life in the encounter.

According to the police, the ter-
rorists were killed during an
encounter at Najibhat crossing in
the Kreeri area of Baramulla when
the joint team of police and army
intercepted them movinginacar.

Inspector General of Police,
Vijay Kumar, said the encounter
was a huge success. “The three
terrorists were active in the area
for the last three to four months
and were planning to carry a big
attack in Srinagar,” Kumar said.

So far this year, 22 Pakistani
terrorists have been killed in var-
ious encounters with security
forces, said Kumar. Mudasir
Ahmad is the fourth J&K police-
man who died in encounter with
terrorists this month.

HALDWANI: A 59-year-old man,
accused of molesting his grand-
daughter, died by suicide in Uttar-
akhand’s Haldwani on Wednes-
day, police said.

Haldwani circle officer Bhupen-
dra Singh Dhoni said the man was
a booking clerk in the state road-
ways corporation. “He was hurt by
allegations of molesting his grand-
daughter...on May 24, a neighbour
also accused him of molestation...”

Around 6pm, the man
informed the police that he was
going to commit suicide by climb-
ing an overhead tank. “He alleged
that some family members were
conspiring to defame him... We
tried to convince him to come
down... but he shot himself in the
chest with the country-made
weapon,” hesaid.

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Clashes in Srinagar during stir
against court verdict on Malik

SRINAGAR: Clashes erupted
between supporters of Yasin
Malik and security forces in Srin-
agar on Wednesday after a Delhi
court sentenced the Kashmiri
separatist leader to life impris-
onment in a 2017 terror funding
case.

Protests against the court’s
verdict erupted in Maisuma —
Malik’s native place, a short dis-
tance from Lal Chowk - as his
supporters and relatives arrived
at his house and shouted slogans
demanding his release. Several
parts of the city, meanwhile,
observed a shutdown against the
verdict. As the crowd at Malik’s
house increased, police and per-
sonnel belonging to the Central
Reserve Police Force wearing
anti-riot gear arrived at the spot.

According to police officials
familiar with the matter, the pro-
testers took out a march around
the area and tried to move
towards Maisuma Chowk when
they clashed with security for-
ces. Some of them pelted stones
at the security forces who fired
tear smoke shells to disperse the
crowd.

However, there was no report
of any injury, the officials said.

“Yasin Malik is a political pris-
oner and this case is all about
politics... he is being punished
for pursuing the aspirations of a
majority of the people in Kash-
mir,” one of the neighbours said
on condition of anonymity.

Mobile internet services were
suspended in some parts of the
city while additional forces were
deployed across Srinagar. Police
also deployed drone cameras to
monitor the crowd outside
Malik’s house.

HT reached out to Kashmir
IGP Vijay Kumar for a comment
but did not get one immediately.

The Peoples Alliance for Gup-
kar Declaration, meanwhile,
termed “unfortunate” the pun-
ishment awarded to Malik and
said itis a “setback” to the efforts
for peace. J&K BJP president
Ravinder Raina welcomed the
Delhi court’s order, saying Malik
“deserved it for the sins commit-
ted against the people and the
country”

NEW DELHI: Kashmiri separatist
leader Yasin Malik will not be
assigned any work at Tihar jail
due to security reasons, will be
lodged alone inside jail number
7 and will not be entitled to any
parole or furlough during his
prison term, officials said on
Wednesday.

Malik will be among over
3,500 convicts in the country’s
largest Tihar prison complex
and will be one of the most
guarded prisoners at the prem-
ises, they added.

“Convicts are usually given
different jobs. It could be in the
prison’s carpentry unit, bakery,
or even managing the library
and kitchen... In Malik’s case,
due to security reasons, he will
be kept alone in the same cell in
jail 7,” a mid-level prison officer
said on condition of anonymity.

Capt Barak 1st woman
combat aviator in army

NEW DELHI: Thirty years after
India began inducting women as
officers in the armed forces, Cap-
tain Abhilasha Barak on
Wednesday became the first
woman to join the Army Avia-
tion Corps as a helicopter pilot
after completing a year-long
course at the Combat Army Avi-
ation Training School at Nashik
in Maharashtra, the army said.

Barak hails from Haryana and
is the daughter of a retired colo-
nel. She was commissioned in
the Army Air Defence Corps in
September 2018.

She was awarded ‘wings’
along with 36 army pilots by
Army Aviation director general
Lieutenant General Ajay Kumar
Suri during a valedictory cere-
mony at the Nashik-based train-
ing school, the army added.

Barak has been assigned to
the second flight of 2072 Army
Aviation Squadron that operates
the Dhruv advanced light heli-
copter (ALH), officials familiar
with the matter said.

While women officers in the
Indian Air Force and the Indian
Navy have been flying helicop-
ters for long, the army took a
decision in early 2021 to allow
them to opt for its aviation wing.
Until now, women officers were
assigned only ground duties in

army aviation.

Barak became the army’s first
woman combat aviator at a time
when the National Defence
Academy is set to induct its first
batch of women cadets in June
2022. The Supreme Court
opened the doors of the academy
to women in a landmark order
in October 2021. They are now
eligible for permanent commis-
sion too.

One of the turning points for
women in the military came in
2015 when IAF decided to induct
them into its fighter stream. Last
year, the Indian Navy deployed
four women officers on war-
ships after a hiatus of almost 25
years.

In May 2021, the army
inducted women into the Corps
of Military Police, the first time
they were allowed to join the
military in the non-officer cadre.

3 JEM TERRORISTS,
CONSTABLE KILLED
IN J&K GUNFIGHT

SRINAGAR: Three Pakistani ter-
rorists affiliated to Jaish-e-Mo-
hammad (JeM) outfit were
killed in an encounter with
security forces in Jammu &
Kashmir’s Baramulla district on
Wednesday, police said, adding
that a cop also lost his life in the
encounter.

According to the police, the
terrorists were killed during an
encounter at Najibhat crossing in
the Kreeri area of Baramulla
when the joint team of police and
army intercepted them moving
inacar.

Inspector General of Police,
Vijay Kumar, said the encounter
was a huge success. “The three
terrorists were active in the area
for the last three to four months
and were planning to carry a big
attack in Srinagar,” Kumar said.

So far this year, 22 Pakistani
terrorists have been killed in
various encounters with secu-
rity forces, said Kumar, who
was present during the wreath-
laying ceremony of Mudasir
Ahmad, the police constable
who died in the encounter.
Kumar said the police force
was pained at the loss of one of
its men. On Monday, an off
duty police constable was killed
and his nine-year-old daughter
was injured after terrorists
fired at them in Srinagar.

NEW DELHI: JKLF chief Yasin
Malik can appeal against the
sentence of life imprisonment
imposed on him but not his con-
viction, legal experts said after
his sentencing on Wednesday.

Malik was handed out a life
term for his role in the offence of
terror funding and secessionist
activities that disturbed the
Kashmir Valley in 2017.

On May 10, he pleaded guilty
under sections 16 (terrorist act),
17 (raising funds for the terrorist
act), 18 (conspiracy to commit
terrorist act), and 20 (being
member of terrorist gang or
organisation) of the Unlawful
Activities Prevention Act
(UAPA) and sections 120-B
(criminal conspiracy), 121 (rag-
ing war against the state) and

accused is given an option by
the judge to either plead guilty
or claim trial. If the accused
claims trial, the case proceeds
normally. In case the accused
pleads guilty, the next step is
the conviction.

Senior advocate Vikas Pahwa
said that in terms of section 375
of the CrPC, no appeal lies in
cases where accused pleads
guilty of the offences and has
been convicted.

“However in the order of
sentence in cases of conviction
passed by court of sessions,
Metropolitan magistrate or any
other magistrate, the appeal
can be filed to the extent or on
the legality of the sentence
passed by the court. In cases
where appeal doesn'’t lie, a revi-
sion can be filed in the high
court under section 401 of CrPC

if the order passed by the court
is incorrect, illegal or improper.
The revision however has very
limited jurisdiction in the
court,” he said.

Senior advocate AS Chan-
dhiok said the provision of plea
bargaining is aimed to reduce
the case load in courts and
hence, the provision of challeng-
ing the sentence is available.

Advocate Umesh Sharma, a
lawyer practising in the high
court, said that the accused can
challenge the sentence saying
that the punishment is dispro-
portionate and be reduced.

Even though the maximum
sentence, under which Malik
was charged, is death penalty, in
accordance with 121 of the IPC
(waging war against the state),
the court awarded him a life
term.
